Dear Parent/Guardian,
Greetings from New Town Secondary School!

2 We hope that your child/ward had time to recharge and engage in meaningful activities during
the June holidays.

3 In Term 2, the school provided a variety of learning experiences for your child/ward as part of
his/her holistic development. The annual school cross country was held in Week 8 at the West Coast
Park to promote an active lifestyle and strengthen bonding among the students. During the Cohort
Learning Week in Week 10, your child/ward had the opportunity to extend his/her learning beyond the
classrooms through customised cohort programmes: Secondary One students visited the Singapore

Approval
from the Principal / Vice-Principals need to be sought prior to the booking of any overseas trips for
leave request with a valid reason.

7 Home-based Learning (HBL) days will take place on 3 July for Secondary One, Two and Three
students. The students from the graduating cohort will return to school on 3 July for normal lessons
following the Semester Two timetable.
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8 From 23 July to 25 July, all students will have HBL. Secondary Four and Five students will
need to report to school on one of the three days to sit for their GCE ‘N’ or ‘O’ Level oral examinations.
